BUDGET ALLOCATION
The budget for this semester was allocated according to the semester plans the
committees handed in and the expenses the board had over the last few semesters.
All semester plans were reviewed critically by the board during the board weekend
to make sure the allocation the committees suggested were actually appropriate.
Unfortunately committees have not been that active over the last semester
and many things they planned for in their semester plans have not been executed
accordingly. We are therefore left with quite a bit of money that was not spent. The
sum that is presented in the beginning of this report is slightly off though as there will
still be some payments made based on this budget, however, since big things like the
ski trip and active members night, are not happening/are costing us a lot less money
than budgeted for, some of this money will be included in next semester’s budget.
The budget for the UCSRN was quite unclear to me in the beginning, but what
was planned in this semesters budget was based on what my predecessor told me.
This however proved to be the sum for the whole year, instead of one semester, so

we do not have to include this in the budget for the next semester.
